Fee Waiver Scheme

You may be eligible to have your course
fees covered by the Higher Education
Funding Council for Wales (HEFCW) if
you are a carer, care leaver, have a
disability, are from an ethnic minority
group, live in an area with low
participation in higher education, are in
receipt of DWP benefits, or your parents
do not hold a higher education
qualification.

You must be studying no more than 20
credits per year and not already hold a
higher education qualification. More
information can be found on our
website.

Student Finance Wales

Part-time students may be eligible to
apply to Student Finance Wales for a
tuition fee loan to fund their learning.
